Special Educational Needs Policy

If parent/s carers have any concerns regarding their child they can contact Lyndsey Lee, SEN/Disability Link Worker or Children’s Centre Manager
 

The SEN/Disability Link Worker:-

 

1.      Ensures that provision for children with special educational needs is co-coordinated by liaising with parent/s and carers, NEYS and any other professionals
 

2. Builds links with other early years professionals, who can advise staff and parents, provide support, help identify children’s needs and specify helpful strategies
 

3. Advises and supports other practitioners in the setting and collects and collates relevant background information
 

4.  Monitors and reviews any action taken, records and updates information and where appropriate keeps a record of children at early years action and early years action plus and those with statements.
